WOMEN OF THE MILLENNIUM - MAUREEN CONNOLLY, THE FIRST
WOMAN TO WIN THE GRAND SLAM

Maurcen Connolly (1934-1969), was the first woman to win the grand slam of tennis-
the Australian, the French, Wimbledon and the United States singles championships in
one calendar vear. She was bom in San Diggo, California. Known ag Little Mo, she
won the LS. Women's Singles Championship in 1951, 1952 and 1953 In 1933
Connolly won all four major tournaments, becoming the first woman and the second
player to cam the grand slam. The grand slam was accomplished again only in 1970
by Awustralian player Margaret Smith Court and later in 1988 by West German Steffi
Graff. Connolly lost only four singles matches in her career, which was tragically cut
short when she broke her leg in a riding accident in 1954, She retired in 1935 and
became a coach in 1956, Connolly was inducted into the International Tennis Hall of
Fame in 1968,
